This editor has uncovered a few
little known facts about the Dear-
born Board of Education.

Did you know —

That the Dearborn Board of Edu-
cation operates 31 public school
buildings; 24 elementary schools,
9 junior high schools, and 4 senior
high schools. It is also responsible
for the Henry Ford Community Col-
lege, with an enrollment of 8,000
students.

That total enrollment in all Dear-
born schools is 29,000.

That there are 1043 teachers in
grades kindergarten through 12, and
115 HFCC teachers.

That there are 686 full and part-
time teachers in the Dearborn School
System.

That the Dearborn Board of Edu-
cation has a budget of $16,600,000.

In addition, Dearborn has 14 non-
public schools, as well as the Dear-
born Campus of the University of
Michigan.

Midyear
Graduations Out

There will be no mid-year gradu-
ating class this year for the first
time in the history of Lowrey High
School. Last year's class graduating
in January was the last.

According to Mr. Romanow, many
factors influenced the decision to
terminate midyear commencements.
A great dedal of time and effort will
be saved because there will be only
one set of graduation exercises each
year. With the smaller mid-year
classes we have had recently, there
were too few students to support
slaborate programs. Formerly, each
class in a subject sequence had to
be available every semester, and
there were not enough students to
fill them.

We will see full year program-
ming within two years. Courses will
be assigned for a full year, with
the semester serving only as o unit
of credit and a convenient break
for mid-year finals.

Lowrey Senior High went on an
annual promotion program three
years ago. Students coming in at
midyear were given a choice of
either going ahead a semester or
staying behind one. Surprisingly,
most students chose to stay behind
one semester.

Smoking Repori

Much controversy has been
caused by the release of a report
on the relationship betwen smoking
and health issued by the Advisory
Committee on Smoking and Health
to the United States Surgeon Gen-
eral. The content of the report was
made public on Saturday, January
11. Since much of this information
is of special interest to high school
students, we are printing some of
the highlights of the report.

“The death rate for smokers of
cigarettes only, who entered into
the seven studies, is about 70 per
cent higher than that for non-
smokers. The death rates increased
with the amount smoked. For groups
of men smoking less than 10, 10-19,
20-39, and 40 cigarettes and over
per day, respectively, the death
rates are about 40 per cent, 70 per
cent, 90 per cent, and 120 per cent
higher than for nonsmokers.

The data for women, though less
extensive, point in the same direc-
tion.

“The casual relationship of the
smoking of pipes to the development
of cancer of the lip appears to be
established.

“Cigarette smoking is a signifi-
cant factor in the causation of laryn-
geal cancer (cancer of the larynx,
or voice box, in the male).

"Cigarette smoking is the most

Gonzalo Larrambebere, 12B-11, is a foreign exchange student from
Montevideo, the capital city of Uruguay. Pat Yeager, 10B-13, and Tim
Yeager, 11B-13, have the pleasure of having Gonzalo as a guest in their
home, he will stay with them until July.

Gonzalo read about the Youth For Understanding program {which
sponsors foreign exchange siudent) in one of his home newspapers. He
was very interested and applied. The qualifications for the program wers:
(1) the student had to be 16 tol8 years of age, (2) know and speak Eng-
lish, (3) have good marks in school. and (4) pass all the examinations
which were required. Gonzalo arrived in the United States on December ]7.

In o conversation, we learned many interesting things from Gonzalo.
His home is in Uruguay., South America. Gonzalo has completed high
school in his country which includes 2 years of English. He has a brother
fourteen years old. When Gonzalo returns home to Uruguay. his plans
are to study to be an engineer. Gonzalo's favorite sports are basketball,
soccer and football. In his country they call our football, rugby and we call
their football, soccer. After school Gonzalo is practicing with our basketball
players, as he enjoys playing the game.

In general, the people of Uruguay were very saddentd by the assas-
sinaticn of President Kennedy.

The girls wear their hair in bouffant styles, they dress similar to what
we do, but do not wear as much make-up. They have television and cars.

When the youths go out to have fun, they go in groups rather than in
couples.

Gonzalo said, "I have found many freinds that have tried to help
me and I have gotten a good impression of Lowrey.”

Here at Lowrey we have a foreign exchange student from Mexico,
Jose Amozurrutia. He is one of twelve students from Mexico who chose to
spend their summer vacations here in Michigan and to attend our Dearborn

schools.

Jose attends school at the Institute of Mexico in Mexico City, a boys’
school. He is in he ninth grade and is required to take six main su];j‘ects.
The ninth grade subjects in Mexico are similar to ours here. Our school
system is similar in some ways to that of Mexico. We consider our grades
one through six as elementary grades, seventh through ninth as junior
high, and grades ten through twelve as senior high. This is not so in
Mexico. They go in terms of years; grades one through six as the first
year, grades seven through nine as the second year, and grades ten
through twelve as the third year. Also in junior and senior high we change
classes every fifty-five minutes, in Mexico the teachers change classroms.

Jose has a great talent for music though his ambition is to become «
civil engineer like his father or a doctor. He plays the piano. He has played
in many concerts in Mexico, even performing for four hours at one time.
Jose also participated in our Christmas Concert which was presented in
the Lowrey Gym on December 19, 1963. Mr. Keranen commented on Jose's
performance, "It was a great privilege to see and hear some one thai

young with his potential. He has a great future in music.”

Jose's reasons for coming to America were to learn the English language
and to participate in winter sports. Jose is quite active in school sports.
He excels in football and is considered the best player in his school.

His life in Mexico is quite different than ours. Jose had never seen
snow, as Mexico has a tropical climate. When Jose first arrived here on
November 28, 1963, he was quite impressed. He has learned to ice skate
and is becoming quite good. He is staying at the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Lopez and Frank Villarreal here in Dearborn.

Jose will be leaving us at the later part of January. Summer vacation
is over for Jose. Soon he will go back to his home and back to school
where he will tell of his experiences in the United States.

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Society Stresses Skills

More Education Required

This new age that we are about to enler will require advanced levels
of skill and education. Those with professional traning will do the best in
the coming world. Those who fail to acquire this traning will be left behind.

College graduates can expect to average at least $103,000 or more
over a lifetime than those with only a high school education.

Large numbers of scholarships are available to those who prove to
be most capable. Scholarships may be local, state, or national. The
sponsors may be government, a social club, industry, labor, or a religi
group. Amounts of each grant, qualifications of applicants, and require-
ments for maintenance of the scholarship, vary with each grant.

Application for college should be made early in the senior year of
high school.

You must keep in
mind, however, that no person or test can give you the final answer.

Every school has some kind of a scholarship program. If you are
really interesed in the scholarship program, Mr. McBride has a whole file

on scholarships just waiting for you.

Scheduling
Explained

A few weeks from now, you will
hear the familiar refrain in the halls
“my schedule is all botched up"” or
“I didn't get the classes I signed up
for.”” If most of the students knew
the amount of work that went into
preparing their schedules, you
wouldn’t hear these complaints.

The completed process starts when
you enter your counselor's office
and fill out your schedule for the
next semester. After each councelor
interviews approximately 225 stu-
dents, he must then determine how
many students in his group have
requested for each class. These
totals are then sent to Mr. Cady, our
assistant principal, who adds up the
total number of students requesting
each class. He then divides the total
of students requesting each class by
22 (the number of students in «

class) and determines the number of

classes needed for each subject.
Next, the department chairmen meet

and divide up the classes for each
Then
chairmen meet with the teachers and

department. the department

set up the class schedule.

Now comes the part that gives
Mr. Cady nightmares. He has to fit
every student into the classes they
difficult
when o student signs up for two

requested. This becomes

classes which are only offered dur-
ing the same hour. It is also very
difficult to schedule co-op students.
This is a long tedious task which

involves placing co-op students in

their required classes during the
few hours that they are in school.
As you can see the main part of
this burden falls upon Mr. Cady. to
whom we should all be grateful
for the quick and efficient schedul-
ing we have here at Lowrey.

Shaw's My
Fair Lady

Broadway is noted for its out-
standing stage plays. The most popu-
lar in Broadway's history has been
My Fair Lady which opened on
March 15, 1956, and ran for a record
of almost seven years. This mem-
orable production was adapted by
Alan Jay Lerner and Frederick
Loewe from the original play. Pyg-
malion, by George Bernard Shaw.

My Fair Lady has taken its hold
in American culture through such
songs as “Wouldn't It Be Loverly?”,
‘With A Little Bit of Luck”, “I Could
Have Danced All Night”, “On the
Street Where You Live”, and the
cliche, "The Rain in Spain Stays
Mainly in the Plain.”

This play, taken from Shaw's
Pygmalion, is based on the Greek
legend of Pygmalion, a sculptor, who
fell in love with his own creation,
an ivory statue which he named
Galatea, and who was brought te
life by the goddess Aphrodite.

Mr. Shaw applied this theme to
the atmosphere of English society
of 1900. He replaced Pygmalion with
Henry Higgins, a phonetician with
an aversion to women.Galatea was
replaced by Eliza Doolittle, a cock-
ney flower girl who is transformed
by Higgins into a cultivated English
lady. As in the Greek legend, Hig-
gins falls in love with his creation.

This adapted into the musical,
My Fair Lady, by Lerner and Loewe,
and will sccn be released as a
movie.

SMOKING (cont from page 1)
important of the causes of chronic
bronchitis in the United States, and
increases the risk of dying from
chronic - bronchitis.

"Women who smoke during preg-
nancy tend to have babies of lower
birth weight. It is not known wheth-
er this decrease in birth weight has
any influence on the biclogical fit-
ness of the newbom.

“The risk of developing cancer
of the lung for pipe and cigar smo-
kers is greater than for nonsmokers,
but much less than for cigarette
smokers.

“A relationship exists between
pulmonary emphysemia (loWeéred
efficiency of the lungs because of
tissue ‘hardening’) and cigurette
smoking, but it has not been estab-
lished that the relationship is casual.

“Among males, cigureite siokers
have a greater prevalence of breaih-
lessness than nonsmokers. But ciar-
efte smoking does not appear to
cause asthma.

“For the bulk of the population
of the United States, the importance
of cigarette smoking as a cause of
chronic broncho-pulmonary disease
is much greater than that of atmos-
pheric. pollution or occupational ex-
posures.

“The risk of developing cancer
of the lung for pipe and cigar smo-
kers is greater than for nonsmokers,
but much less than for cigarette
smokers.”’
